Pima & Happy Valley Road Improvements Project Update

The City of Scottsdale’s Pima Road Improvements will widen Pima Road from Pinnacle Peak to just north of
Happy Valley Road to three thru-lanes in each direction, and Happy Valley Road from Pima Road to Alma School
Road to two thru-lanes in each direction with roundabouts at Golf Club Drive and Alma School Road. Both
projects include raised median or center turn lane, bike lanes, sidewalk, multi-use path, drainage improvements
and utility relocations.

The Pima Road Improvements project includes a regional drainage channel to reduce the potential for flooding
on the homes to the west which will be funded by fees from the stormwater utility bill and the Flood District of
Maricopa County. The Pima Road project will include a sound wall on the west side of Pima Road from Pinnacle
Peak Road to just south of Happy Valley Road. Noise mitigation on Happy Valley Road was not warranted.

Provided below is information on the upcoming construction schedule, but please remember schedules can be
impacted by a variety of factors to include weather, materials scheduling, availability of resources, and coordina-
tion with others,

Current Construction Information::

Pima Road:

Crews continue work to construct box culverts and retaining walls on Pima Road at La Mirada Shopping Center
as part of the drainage improvements for the project. Work on the box culvert at the south driveway continues
with the south driveway closed. Scheduled for the week of Dec, 28, crews will pour the walls and deck for the
box culvert. Access to La Mirada continues to be provided at remaining Pima Road driveways and all Pinnacle
Peak Road driveways to the plaza.

Crews also continue work on channel excavation for the future channel on the east side of Pima Road.

Ower the next few weeks, utilities such as Cox and CenturyLink will be working to relocate their facilities along
Pima Road. We are working to coordinate these efforts to the extent possible to minimize the impacts, but
appreciate your patience as these relocations take place to clear the way for the planned improvements.
Tentatively scheduled to begin the week of Jan, 3, a contractor for Southwest Gas will be relocating their facili-
ties on the west side of Pima Road north of Chama Road, and then to other locations aloeng Pima Road and
Happy Valley Road in preparation for road improvements,

Also scheduled for the week of Jan. 3, crews will begin the next segment of relocations of reclaimed and raw
water pipeline to accommaodate future box culvert construction along Pima Road. This next relocation will take
place on the west side of PFima Road, about 700 feet south of De La O and will likely extend into the night hours
to minimize the water outage to customers on the pipelines being relocated. Thank you for your patience and
understanding during this work,

Tentatively scheduled to begin the week of Jan. 12, following the relocation south of De La O, similar work will
take place at the next relocation which is located on the west side of Pima Road, just north of Chama.

Happy Valley Road:

APS contractor crews are currently working to relocate electric facilities along the north side of Happy Valley
Road just east of Pima Road and moving in an easterly direction toward Golf Club Drive.

Paving crews have completed temporary paving along Happy Valley on the existing shoulder and where medi-
ans existed. This was done to be able to maintain traffic during construction. Additional temporary paving may
take place toward the end of January to cover any remaining areas that still need clearing prior to paving.
Landscape crews continue work salvaging native plants along Happy Valley Road, within the City's right-of-way
and easements, by spading and boxing trees to prepare for relocation to the contractor’s nursery.

Crews continue clearing activities for the next few weeks to prepare for construction.

Scheduled to begin the week of Dec, 27, Happy Valley Road traffic will be shifted to the south side of the road,
still one lane in each direction, for crews to pothole to identify locations of underground utilities to minimize
conflicts during construction.

scheduled for the week of Jan. 3, crews will begin installing waterline in the north side of Happy Valley Road

beginning at Alma School Road and working to the west.

Scheduled to begin the week of Dec. 27, electric crews will install electric conduit on the south side of Happy
Valley Road, from Pima Road working in an easterly direction toward Golf Club Drive. As this work crosses side
streets or driveways, crews will work to maintain access; however, there may be short periods where access s

restricted.

Pima Road and Happy Valley Road remain open for travel during this work; however, there may be lane shifts
or turn restrictions to shift traffic away from the work zone. During construction, business and resident access
will be maintained, although there may be times wherein it will not be the most direct route, so please allow
extra time for your travel during construction. Work typically takes place weekdays during daytime hours,
though some overnight concrete pours may occur as needed. Traffic control remains in place even during
non-work hours with speeds reduced near the work zone in the interest of safety.
