Once again, we will collect items for
Lutheran World Relief’'s (LWR) Personal
Care Kits as part of LWR’s “A Season of
Hope" during Lent. Our collection
begins on Sunday, March 5 and ends
on April 2.
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Cleanliness may not actually be next to

godliness, but it certainly helps a person feel more human. When families find their homes
destroyed, or must flee for their safety, soap and a towel rarely make the cut for what they can
carry. Arriving in a refugee camp or other place of safety, they are scared, vulnerable and dirty
from the travel. The simple items included in a Personal Care Kit provide much-needed self-
care, critical germ fighting, and the chance to regain dignity amidst situations of fear and
uncertainty.

We can give hope through these 5 items:

= 2-3 bars of soap, totaling 8 or 9 oz., in original wrapping

= anew lightweight bath towel, minimum size 20"x40" and maximum 52" x 27", dark
color preferred. Bath towels should be light or medium weight (no heavy, fluffy towels,
please) and the preferred size is 52" x 27", It should NOT be a hand towel. Dark colors
are requested by LWR. Lightweight bath towels are easier for recipients to handwash
and air dry, take less storage space, and are less expensive than the fluffy towels we
might enjoy.

» 1 toothbrush, in its original wrapping**

* 1 wide-toothed comb (not a pocket comb) and

+ 1 metal nail clipper, with or without a nail file attached

**we can accept multi-packs of toothbrushes. They will be opened and individual toothbrushes
placed in a sealed business-size envelope at the time of kit assembly.

We ask that you bring in the items for a complete kit if you can. There is a collection bin in the
church entryway.

Once again we've requested financial support from a Thrivent Action Team Grant to help us fill
out needed items.

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Pima Road & Happy Valley Road Improvement Projects - Update

For a description of the improvements, current construction info, and project pics, please visit www.PimaHap-
pyValley.com Pravided below is current construction information on the upcoming construction schedule, but
please remember schedules can be impacted by a variety of factors to include weather, materials scheduling,
availability of resources, and coordination with others.

Pima / Happy Valley Intersection (see graphic below}:

Scheduled to begin Saturday, Feb. 18, a detour of Happy Valley Road (east of Pima Road) will be in place shift-
ing the Pima Road/Happy Valley Road intersection slightly to the south, with a temporary traffic signal in place
to manage traffic at the intersection. As this is a significant traffic control shift, set-up will begin at 9 p.m., Friday
night, Feb. 17, for the detour to be operational by early Saturday moming.

Left turns will be permitted for westbound Happy Valley onto southbound Pima Road, and for southbound
Pima Road onto eastbound Happy Valley Road. The shift of this intersection will accommaodate the construc-
tion of several box culverts on the east side of the existing Pima/Happy Valley intersection.

Happy Valley Road:

Happy Valley Road traffic is being maintained with one lane in each direction, currently shifted to the north
from Pima Road to Golf Club Drive, and shifted to the south from Golf Club Drive to Alma School Road.
Pipeline crews continue installation of water pipeline in the north side of Happy Valley Road moving west from
Alma School Road. As this work crosses side streets, access will be maintained and, if needed, a flagger may be
in place to assist in managing traffic while work takes place.

APS contractor crews continue work to relocate electric facilities currently working at 92nd Street on the north
side of Happy Valley Road with this work taking approximately two more weeks to complete,

Electric crews are currently working to install electric conduit on the south side of Happy Valley Road, from
Pima Road working in an easterly direction toward Golf Club Drive, As this work crosses side streets or drive-
ways, crews will work to maintain access; however, there may be short periods where access is restricted.
Crews began work this week to install conduit across Happy Valley Road at several crossings. To better accom-
modate traffic during daytime hours, this work is taking place during night hours, 7 pm. to 4 am. Sunday
through Thursday nights, with a flagger in place to assist in managing traffic near the work zone. This work will
likely take about six weeks to complete.

Work is currently taking place to install storm drain pipe on the south side of Happy Valley Road moving east
from Living Waters Church,

Crews are currently working to relocate segments of wall, as needed, primarily in locations where drainage
improvements will be constructed. This work will begin on the north side of Happy Valley Road, working from
Pima Road to the east.

*Utilities such as Cox, CenturyLink, and Southwest Gas are working or scheduled to work to relocate their
facilities along Pima Road and Happy Valley Road, which may require additional traffic control. We are working
to coordinate these efforts to the extent possible to minimize the impacts, but appreciate your patience as
these relocations take place to clear the way for the planned improvements.

During construction, business and resident access will be maintained, although there may be times wherein it
will not be the most direct route, so please allow extra time for your travel during construction.
