Living Water’s annual drive to collect items to fill Personal Care Kits for
LWR. The list of items needed for each kit is below.

ONE light-weight bath-size towel, dark color recommended. Be sure to shop for light- or
medium-weight towels, which are easier for Kit recipients to hand wash and air dry, take up
less storage space and are considerably less expensive than the fluffier towels we may
prefer to use. Bath towels vary in size. The 52” X 27” size is the maximum size. 20" x 40" is
a good guideline for a minimum size.

TWO or three bath-size bars of soap equaling 8 to 9 oz, any brand, in original wrapping.
ONE adult-size toothbrush in original packaging*

ONE sturdy comb, wide-toothed preferred. Remove packaging. NO pocket combs or
picks.
