Star�ng today, Sunday, July 5, your servant leadership team is beginning a more 
effec�ve means of suppor�ng ministries important to Living Water: We will be 
collec�ng money and goods during targeted, �me-limited drives for all our 
ministries. We already do this several �mes a year including dona�ons at 
Thanksgiving and the Angel Tree at Christmas and the diaper drive for Alleluia 
Diaper Closet before Mothers’ Day, and this month we will be following that 
process to collect for FOOTHILLS FOOD BANK. 

Summer is low season for donations, but the need is not less. Let’s show that 
Living Water can respond to our community’s need with a strong spirit of 
generosity to help ease our neighbors’ challenges through tough �mes.   

How can we help? 

Corn Flakes! Rice Krispies! Raisin Bran! We will be collec�ng breakfast cereals 
geared for adults in regular-size boxes or in the small box variety packs. Our goal 
is 500 boxes by Sunday, July 26.  

There are three ways to contribute: (1) Bring your dona�ons to Living Water and 
leave them in the designated area in the Narthex (2) take one of the envelopes 
addressed to FOOTHILLS FOOD BANK and place your check inside with LIVING 
WATER noted on the memo line. (3) For those of you in other locations, send your 
check directly to this address:  Foothills Food Bank, 4250 E. Carefree Hwy., Cave 
Creek, AZ 85331. Foothills will let us know how much they collect from Living 
Water donors.

While the jar’s tag line says, “Change for Change,” your offering can be coins, 
bills, and even checks. And, if you prefer, you can donate through LWLC’s 
online donation option and indicate “Hunger Jar.” 

From time to time, you may also see smaller Hunger Jar collection jars 
elsewhere in the church as we gather for worship. Each offering placed in the 
Hunger Jar is a reminder that our hungry neighbors, near and far, benefit from 
our generosity.

You’ve likely seen the news that two powerful earthquakes struck Venezuela last week.
Entire communities have been shaken to the ground. More than 1,700 lives have been
con�rmed lost so far, thousands more are injured, and countless families are now
without shelter, safety or access to necessities.
Lutheran Disaster Response is already responding through trusted, long-standing
partners in the region, including the Lutheran World Federation (LWF) and the
Evangelical Lutheran Church in Venezuela (IELV). ELCA partners have deployed
assessment teams to a�ected areas, working together to identify urgent needs, provide
immediate relief (e.g. food, shelter, water) and coordinate a plan for long-term
assistance.
